Nioka Levy has been an absolute
delight to work with and we saw
your smile broaden each day as
you were able to sink your teeth
into sharing your connection to
land and country with our skilled
helpful adults and our young
people.
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Tremane Patterson with St Mary’s students
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A History of the Guyra Fire Brigade

Guyra has been remarkably
free of major destruction by
fire.

“A disastrous fire occurred on
the evening of Tuesday, 24th
March 1925 when a produce
and timber shed belonging to R.
Pearson and Sons was burnt to
the ground. The shed, 85 feet by
60 feet, contained about four-
teen tons of hay, three tons of
rock salt, a quantity of wheat
and 17,000 feet of pine lining
and flooring boards.

“In the timber shed, almost
adjoining, the fine engine,
30hp, saws and belting were de-
stroyed, the cost of replacing
these, Mr. Pearson estimates
will amount to something like
1,200 pounds. The total loss
was some 2,000 pounds, which
was only partly covered by in-
surance. The business was the
oldest in the district.”

Guyra Argus March 1925

Then in November 1928 a big
fire burnt out four shops in
Bradley Street. The report in the
Guyra Argus states:

“On Sunday morning, a little
before 2 o’clock Mr. W. Little
Jnr, while working in his fa-
ther’s bakery, discovered a fire
in premises adjoining the New
State Stores. He at once gave
the alarm and in a short time
fully a hundred people were on
the spot.

“The buildings destroyed
were occupied by:-Mr. Davis
(Confectioner and Green Gro-
cer), Mr. Lavis’ Billiard Room,
Mr. E.W. Moore (Hairdresser
and Tobacconist), A. McDonald
& Son (Tailor), C.H. Chapman
(Boot Maker) and R. Wilson
(Cycle Agent).

“The sample room at the rear
belonging to Tattersall’s Hotel
was also razed to the ground.
All the destroyed buildings
were of wood, being among the
first to be built in the street.
Messrs. R.Hall & Son Ltd
owned the buildings”

After this destructive out-
break, steps were taken with the
view to the formation of a

Guyra Fire Brigade

Almost a year later in No-
vember 1929 the Guyra Fire
Brigade was formed. A second-
hand engine and accessories ar-
rived from Sydney and
temporary premises were ob-
tained from Mr. L.P Archibald.

The first brigade members
were L.P. Archibald (Captain),
W.A. Roberts, A & L Helyer, P.
Jones, D.H. McDonald, Jim
McDonald, H. Townend and R.
Dixon.

The first fire which they at-
tended was at Pringle and
Stevenson’s (Wool and Skin
Buyer) in January 1931.

A new ‘Dennis 250’ Fire En-
gine was received in January
1945.

Guyra Argus reported on 8th
July 1945:

“Blaze in Bradley street. Res-
idents were awakened by the
clanging of the fire bell and
shriek of the siren at about
12.45 o’clock (am), to see
flames mounting skyward from
Jones Bros footwear shop and
adjoining dwellings.

“By the time the brigade ar-
rived and hose was connected
ready for action, the fire had en-
veloped the main portion of the
shop. The new Dennis fire en-
gine used for the first time func-
tioned perfectly, and when
some 12,000 or 14,000 gallons
of water had been played on to
the burning timbers the brigade
had the satisfaction of checking
the fire and saving the line of
space rooms on the south side.

“After getting the fire under
control the brigade remained on
the job until about 5 o’clock
(am), putting out the burning
coals.

“The cold was intense, freez-
ing the water which remained in
the long hose trailed in the
street and rendering it impossi-
ble to coil. The clothing worn
by the fireman also crackled
with ice, and a nip of rum,
served to each of them by the
captain, prior to dispersal, was
much appreciated.”

Weekly Wool Sales

July 5th - The first sale of the
2024/25 season continued the
downtrend seen, which has now
run for three weeks.

The Northern region lost 13
cents on the first day of sales and
a further 7 cents on the final day.

The headline market indicators
closed the week slightly below
their 12 month low points and at
the bottom of the narrow
trading channel seen throughout
the 2023/24 season.

The market has managed to
bounce off this low point several
times over the past 12 months
and a slightly dearer quote out of
Fremantle on the final day of
selling indicates the possibility of
this occurring again.

31,438 bales were sold
nationally for the week with a
passed in rate of 8.2%. Major
buyers included Tianyu, PJ Morris
and Techwool with the top 4
dominating the Merino Fleece
purchases.

End of season data from AWEX
shows 53,000 fewer bales were
offered in 2023/24, however,
due to the lowest passed in rate
in 6 years 52,000 additional bales
were sold indicating a reduction
in grower held wool.

AWTA test data shows a 3.8%
reduction in the weight of wool
tested nationally mainly due to a
large 20% fall in production.

Armidale Cattle Sale

July 4th - The first sale of the
new financial year saw numbers
rebound from the previous sale.

There was a good mix of cattle

through all categories with some
well bred and well finished lots
along side a fair percentage
showing the effects of the colder
weather.

There was an increased
processor presence with the
increased supply seeing the
return of some. The usual
restocker and feedlot orders
were in place.

Demand was strong through
the young cattle with restockers
active on the lighter weights.
Both steer and heifer weaners
sold to dearer trends under
stronger demand while quality
also improved.

The limited supply of medium
and heavy weight yearling steers
also sold to dearer trends with
some quality related price
improvement. Good quality
medium and heavy weight
yearling heifers to restock and
feed posted strong gains.

There were insufficient well
finished heavy grown steers to
quote. The increased
competition resulted in well
finished grown heifers selling to
dearer trends. Those with 2 or
more teeth to feed also saw a
dearer trend.

The greatest improvement on
the day was in the cow market
where increased competition
combined with the strong recent
demand saw the well finished
heavy weight cows show
improvements of 60c to 70c/kg
on the sale of a fortnight ago.
